    Another annual SWPC convention has entered the 

realm of history.  I am back home attempting to rest and recuperate  

as far as is possible with the 4th of July holidays and a house filled 

with kids and grandkids , not to mention transient friends.  

However, I shall start at the beginning with my departure 

from the Sibley-Selmer, TN, Airport early on Sunday morning 22nd 

June.  Refueling at Greenville, IL they told me a nice red Clipper 

had been there within the last hour and advised me that my next 

fuel stop at Savannah, lL might be ill advised because of flooding 

in the area.  So, I modified my plan and headed for Mineral Point, 

6(ɯÞÏÌÙÌɯ(ɯÞÈÚɯÛÖÓËɯ(ɀËɯÉÈÙÌÓàɯÔÐÚÚÌd a couple from Tennessee in a rather nice red Clipper.

Had it not been for 

my new (rented) Garmin 496 with (almost) real -time XM radar, I would 

not have ventured into what looked quite ominous at the FBO.  Using the 

zoom function of the Garmin , however, I was able to see the openings 

between showers and steer well clear of the heavier precip.  I stopped short

PMA approved, and it is one of the greatest pilot enhancements known to aviation.  They are automatic, 

and when they kick in it usually occurs about 5 nautical miles from an airport.  All the boiler gauges go to 

zero, and things get a little serious in the cockpit.  The pilot finds the nose of the Short Winger pitching 

down and the back pressure on the stick or yoke is exhausting.  You will not have to worry about your  

heading, as the AFF has already kicked in.  Once you get the Short 

Wing trimmed out, you will see the airport dead ahead.  Do not 

announce that your AFF is operating, as this is obvious by your line of 

flight.  Upon arrival at H 75, we will have someone monitoring 122.8 if 

you need directions.  Usually the wind favors runway 14.  Think about 

the runway being the dot of a question mark.  From the dot on the 

question mark, (?) follow up the ques tion mark around to our hangar.  

We will try to have balloons on the taxiway to have you follow around 

to our hangar.  That is where the excitement and pizza will be.  The AFF 

will automatically reset when the engine is restarted.  

If you want to RON, I hav e asked Curt to address your questions or concerns. 

It is such a joy to live in a fly -in community, and we want you to meet our neighbors and see one 

or two projects that are going on.  I have the Clipper in restoration, and Julian Smith has a Bearhawk 

und er construction.  With his new RV 8 he won the 2006 workmanship quick build kit award at Oshkosh.  

You will enjoy meeting him and his wife, Dee.  Remember, the RVs are short wingers too.  Also, one of 

my ideas is to recruit more members into the Short Wing  Piper organization, and I know there are some 

interested parties that are coming to look at our club.   

The hangar has a large bay with a swamp cooler fan, so we will have a comfortable place to hang 

out and eat pizza.  I will have my air conditioned shop  available for the ladies or anyone else who needs 

to be in a cooler space.
